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data is then transmitted to a Digital Subscriber Line Access Multiplexer (DSLAM) that is located
at the service provider’s central office and then to the internet.

Asymmetric DSL (ADSL)
ADSL is the most common type of DSL connection among all the other types of connections. It
provides the users with a higher download rate than the upload rate which is suitable for most
home users who download more than they upload.

SDSL offers symmetric data transmission, which is good for businesses or users who often
upload files online.

Very High Bitrate Digital Subscriber Line or VDSL
VDSL is the fastest type of DSL used to provide internet connection with a speed of up to 100
Mbps. However, it is not as versatile as the previous one and is more appropriate for urban
environments with well-developed infrastructure.
